1.2. The UN Commission on Sustainable Development

The CSD meets annually in New Yorkhe CSD has opened its sessions to broad participation
from both governmental and ngovernmental actors through theMajor Graups and it
supports a number of innovative activities, such asPthenerships Fairthe Learning Centre

and a series of panels, roundtables and side eventddigiievel Segmenfeatures dialogue
among Ministers, and Ministers also hold a special dialogue sessioM&jdhGroups At its

eleventh session, the Commission on Sustainable Development decided thattitgear
programme of worlbeyond 2003 would be organized on the basis of seveiyeaocycles,

with eah cycle focusing on aelected thematic cluster of issu&ach tweyear cycle is
divided between a Review Year and a Policy Year. The Review Year evaluates progress made
in implemening sustainable development goals and identifying obstacles and constraints in
the particular thematic cluster, while the Policy Year decides on measures to speed up
implementation and mobilize actismo overcome these obstacles and constraints. In each
cycle, the thematic cluster of issues is addressed in an integrated manner, taking into account
economic, social and environmental dimensions of sustairdgvelopment. Linkages to

1.3. The Marrakech Process

To supporChapter Il of the JPQthe Marrakech Process was launched in 2@08.a global
informal multi-stakeholder expet process toaccelerate the shift towards sustainable
consumption angroductionpatternsand to support thelaboration ofa 10Year Framework

of Progranmes on SCP (10YFP). UNEP and UN DESA are serving as the Secretariat to
coordinate this global processith an active participation of national governments, and major
groups-thus far represented lifie business and industry, NGOsprkers andrade unions

and other stakeholders. The first meeting took place in Marrakech, Morocco, hence the name.

The Marakech Procedsas undertaken the following tasks

a) Organising regional consultations to promote awareness and identify priorities and needs
for SCP;

b) Helping huild regional programmes and implementation mechanisms with regional
subregionalnd natbnal ownership, to be endorsed by the relevant regional institutions;

¢) Implementing concrete projects and programmes on the regional, national and local levels
to develop and/or improve SCP tools and methodologies, withetreriTask Forcesas
the mainmechanisms;

d) Evaluating progress, exchanging information and encouraging international cooperation
and coordination, through the international review meetings

e) Securing and incorporating medtiakeholder inputs on the elaboration of a 10YFP to be
stbmitted as input to the CSBMY.

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The Marrakech Process has promotetl supported as need#ek development of regional

SCP programmes or action plans in Africa and Latin America with the institutional support of
the regional intergovernmental organisas as well as in the European UnibnThese
programmes or action plans address issues that are highly relevant to the energy, food, water,
and climate crises. The West Asian, ABiacific and North American regions have also
engagednore activelyin the MarrakechProcesssince2008.

Seven Marrakech Task Forces have been created that support the development of SCP tools,
capacity building and the implementation of SCP projects on the following specific SCP
related issues: cooperation with Africa, susdble products, sustainable lifestyles, sustainable
public procurement, sustainable touridevelopmentsustainable buildings and construction,

and education for sustable consumption. Most of the TaskrEes are supporting the
implementation of demonsttion projects and the collection gbod practiceson SCP
Examplesinclude creating a Tool Kit on sustainable publioqurement, implementing a
project on Ecdabelling for Africa, undertaking an awarengassing campaign for tourists
called the Gree Passport, conducting a Global Survey on Sustainable Lifestyles, developing
guidelines for education on sustainable consumption, and preparing a study on the
contribution of sustainable buildings and construction to climate change mitigation

Activities have also taken place at the national level supporting the development of National
SCP Programmes through capacity building and implementation of demonstration projects in
various countries, including Mauritius, Senegal, Indonesia, Tanzania, Egypt, Mgaamb
Colombia, Brazil and Ecuador. Progress has been made in engaging countries with emerging
economies, including the convening of national rodolds on SCP in China, India, Brazil

and South Africd.

2. The 10 Year Framework of Programmes on SCP

The proposed structure and programmes for 0 FP developed under the Marrakech
Processaims to inform theCSD Bureauthe governments andther stakeholders in their
deliberation during CSD 18 and 19. Member States will decide cstrilngture and contenoff
the 10YFPat CSD 19 in May 2011

The aim of the 10YFP is, as set out in the

The inputs from the MarrakedProcess to the CSD intertd move the SCP agenda along,
building on Agenda 21 and the JPOI. It is thus of vital importance to define common
principles and key priority areas in needinfernational, regional and national support to
focus cooperation on these specific activities (informed by regional and national priorities,
needs and initiatives). The 10YFP should also provide incentives for all stakeholders to
engage in and supportroorete SCRelated actions.

2.2. Building the Programmes

The 10YFPcould provide an umbrella of general programmes to support the implementation
of SCP at the regional and mmatal levels. As regional priorities differ, the 10YFP needs to be
flexible and includesupport taregionspecific activities.

2.22 ProposedLife Cycle Perspectivefor elaborating the programmes

SCP is a very broad concept and without a common and structured approach, it is difficult to
addressttis problem across the planet in a comprehensase and make it intelligible to all
stakeholdersApplying a Life-Cycle Perspectiveo the economic system can provide a way to
structure the overall approach of the 10YFP as well as identify clear entitg foi actions as
well as actorslt allows for singlefocus on either productioar consumptionor integrated
focus on both while takinghto account the economic, social and environmental irsfdct
products and serviceésroughout their whole lifeyde. Because it is based on the total use of
resources going into the production of goods and provision of services as well as thgresult
emissions and waste, this légcle perspectiveprovides a holistic picture of all the entry
points for remediatin as well as possible synergistic intervention throughout the production
and consumption chain.

At the center of Dagram 1 lie the life cycle stages of products and servideesources use

and emissions from each stage for the whole cyadighly dependent on the general policy
framework that affestthe whole system and of specific regulatitimast affect each stage. It is

also dependent on societal values and preferences and technological innovation, which are
themselveslsoinfluenced by the legiative and regulatory framework.

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Annex 2: JPOI chapter Il

lll. Changing unsustainable patterns of consumption and production

14. Fundamental changes in the way societies produce and consume are indispensable for achieving
global sustainable development. All countries should promote sustainable consumption and production
patterns, with the developed countries taking the lead and with all countries benefiting from the
process, taking into account the Rio principles, including, inter alia, the principle of common but
differentiated responsibilities as set out in principle 7 of the Rio Declaration on Environment and
Development. Governments, relevant international organizations, the private sector and all major
groups should play an active role in changing unsustainable consumption and production patterns.
This would include the actions at all levels set out below.

15. Encourage and promote the development of a 10-year framework of programmes in support of
regional and national initiatives to accelerate the shift towards sustainable consumption and production
to promote social and economic development within the carrying capacity of ecosystems by
addressing and, where appropriate, delinking economic growth and environmental degradation
through improving efficiency and sustainability in the use of resources and production processes and
reducing resource degradation, pollution and waste. All countries should take action, with developed
countries taking the lead, taking into account the development needs and capabilities of developing
countries, through mobilization, from all sources, of financial and technical assistance and capacity-
building for developing countries. This would require actions at all levels to:

(a) Identify specific activities, tools, policies, measures and monitoring and assessment mechanisms,
including, where appropriate, life-cycle analysis and national indicators for measuring progress,
bearing in mind that standards applied by some countries may be inappropriate and of unwarranted
economic and social cost to other countries, in particular developing countries;

(b) Adopt and implement policies and measures aimed at promoting sustainable patterns of production
and consumption, applying, inter alia, the polluter-pays principle described in principle 16 of the Rio
Declaration on Environment and Development;

(c) Develop production and consumption policies to improve the products and services provided, while
reducing environmental and health impacts, using, where appropriate, science-based approaches,
such as life-cycle analysis;

(d) Develop awareness-raising programmes on the importance of sustainable production and
consumption patterns, particularly among youth and the relevant segments in all countries, especially
in developed countries, through, inter alia, education, public and consumer information, advertising
and other media, taking into account local, national and regional cultural values;

(e) Develop and adopt, where appropriate, on a voluntary basis, effective, transparent, verifiable, non-
misleading and non-discriminatory consumer information tools to provide information relating to
sustainable consumption and production, including human health and safety aspects. These tools
should not be used as disguised trade barriers;

(f) Increase eco-efficiency, with financial support from all sources, where mutually agreed, for capacity-
building, technology transfer and exchange of technology with developing countries and countries with
economies in transition, in cooperation with relevant international organizations.

16. Increase investment in cleaner production and eco-efficiency in all countries through, inter alia,
incentives and support schemes and policies directed at establishing appropriate regulatory, financial
and legal frameworks. This would include actions at all levels to:

(a) Establish and support cleaner production programmes and centres and more efficient production
methods by providing, inter alia, incentives and capacity-building to assist enterprises, especially small
and medium-sized enterprises, particularly in developing countries, in improving productivity and
sustainable development;
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(b) Provide incentives for investment in cleaner production and eco-efficiency in all countries, such as
state-financed loans, venture capital, technical assistance and training programmes for small and
medium-sized companies while avoiding trade-distorting measures inconsistent with the rules of the
World Trade Organization;

(c) Collect and disseminate information on cost-effective examples in cleaner production, eco-
efficiency and environmental management and promote the exchange of best practices and know-how
on environmentally sound technologies between public and private institutions;

(d) Provide training programmes to small and medium-sized enterprises on the use of information and
communication technologies.

17. Integrate the issue of production and consumption patterns into sustainable development policies,
programmes and strategies, including, where applicable, into poverty reduction strategies.

18. Enhance corporate environmental and social responsibility and accountability. This would include
actions at all levels to:

(a) Encourage industry to improve social and environmental performance through voluntary initiatives,
including environmental management systems, codes of conduct, certification and public reporting on
environmental and social issues, taking into account such initiatives as the International Organization
for Standardization standards and Global Reporting Initiative guidelines on sustainability reporting,
bearing in mind principle 11 of the Rio Declaration on Environment and Development;

(b) Encourage dialogue between enterprises and the communities in which they operate and other
stakeholders;

(c) Encourage financial institutions to incorporate sustainable development considerations into their
decision-making processes;

(d) Develop workplace-based partnerships and programmes, including training and education
programmes.

19. Encourage relevant authorities at all levels to take sustainable development considerations into
account in decision-making, including on national and local development planning, investment in
infrastructure, business development and public procurement. This would include actions at all levels
to:

(a) Provide support for the development of sustainable development strategies
and programmes, including in decision-making on investment in infrastructure and business
development;

(b) Continue to promote the internalization of environmental costs and the use of economic
instruments, taking into account the approach that the polluter should, in principle, bear the costs of
pollution, with due regard to the public interest and without distorting international trade and
investment;

(c) Promote public procurement policies that encourage development and diffusion of environmentally
sound goods and services;

(d) Provide capacity-building and training to assist relevant authorities with regard to the
implementation of the initiatives listed in the present paragraph;

(e) Use environmental impact assessment procedures.
