A task force workshop was held during CSD 18 in order to report on the latest work of the SBC Marrsikech Ta
Force, and to collect input fats final report. Thepurpose was to elatrate the input and comments of the

Task Force members to the draft of the 10YFP; and to suggest how the work of the SBC Task Force could be
continued.

Participants agreed that the 10YFP should be taogieinted and implementatiororiented, so that deliery

can be reported in 2021. Quantifiable targets should be set at all levels: global, regional, national and local. In
order to reach the targets, existing challenges and barriers have to be recognized at each level when defining
the various tools, indfiitional arrangements, programs and other means to drive change.

The workshop also explored the kind of targets and programs that could be included in the 10YFP. It was
suggestethat to begin with, awareness raising is heeded at several fronts. Na@maddlocal platforms for
knowledge sharing and promotion of sustainability in the built environment could be established. Even if laws
and policies are in place in many countries, their coherence might be weak, and their full implementation
might not be seared. Locally developed sustainability criteria and local benchmarks are necessary, as well.
Institutional arrangements should build on existing elements, as far as possible. As an example of an
institution for capacity building adapted to regional anddbreeds, supported by globally networked
universities, the proposal for an African Centre for a Sustainable Built Environment (ACaSBE) was endorsed.
